
GENERAL RULES 

• The 4th Kingdom International open tournament is open for all MALE bowlers, 
professional and amateurs, from all countries.  

• The tournament will be held from April 3rd to April 8th 2010.  
• One oil patterns will be used throughout the tournament.  
• Qualification system will be through one entry, entry (block) is a set of 8 games.  
• Each bowler must bowl and finish 1 block will be combined for the bowler 

qualification score.  
• The final round is a Winner total two games and lanes will be pre-assigned.  
• In the case of withdrawal of any player from the final rounds of any way without 

an excuse accepted by the Technical Committee a player out of competition and 
obscure award  

• there will be live coverage by the press and TV for this tournament.  
• All the WTBA rules will applied .  
• The final takes place in a knockout in two matches so that each match consists 

of a total of two games and identify the tracks by the following  Final Table  

       Qualification Round: 3/4/2010 to 6/4/2010 
1.  To qualify to the semi-final round, a bowler must bowl and finish 1 block total of 

8 games.  
2.  Only the highest block will be considered.  
3.  The qualification rounds will be bowled at certain times and a schedule:

4.  Registering for a qualifying round must be at least 30 minutes before the round 

starts. Any late registration will not be accepted.  
5.  Lanes will be assigned randomly.  
6.  The top 4 will qualify to the final round.  
7.  28 bowlers will advance to the semi-final round:  

• The top 22 bowlers from the qualification round. Ranked 5 to 26.  



• The top 2 bowlers from the Highest 1st & 2nd block will be ranked 27 and 
28. In case they are qualified in the top 32, the 27 and 28 will take positions 
28-29.  

• Two Desperado winners will ranked 29-30 (they must have bowled at least 1 
block)  

• The best Saudi bowler who did not make the cut. will be ranked 31  
• He must have bowled at least 1 block 
• The top bowler from a side-local tournament which is ONLY for local 

beginners ranked 32 
• In case of tie between players in this round, the difference between the 

highest and lowest game will be counted the less is will be the winner, if tie 
continues, one game will be played the winner will qualify.

2.  8 games will be bowled in this round.  
3.  Lane movement after one game left to left 2 lanes ,right to right to right 2 lanes  
4.  Bowlers will be assigned to lanes randomly.  
5.  Top 12 bowlers from this round will advance to the next final round.  
6.  In case of tie between players in this round, the difference between the highest 

and lowest game will be counted, if tie continues, players will bowl a tie-breaker 
game and winner will advance. 



The Semi-Final Round 2: 2.:00PM 7/4/2010 
 

1.  The final round is total 2 games. The games will be played on two lanes.  
2.  The first game will be a choice for the highest rank player from previous round.  

 
The Semi-Final Round 3: 4:30PM 7/4/2010 
First Stage:  

• The 16 players will bowl total 2 games.  
• The 8 winners will be in (A) group and the 8 losers will be in (B) group.  

Second Stage:  

• 4 matches will be played in (A) group. Winners will stay in (A) group and losers 
will move to (B) group.  

• 4 matches will be played in (B) group. Winners will stay in (B) group and losers 
will be out and ranked (13, 14, 15, and 16).  

The Final Round (cont): 10:00AM 8/4/2010 
Third Stage:  

• 4 matches will be played in (B) group. Winners will stay in (B) group and losers 
will be out and ranked (9, 10, 11, and 12).  

Fourth Stage:  

• 2 matches will be played in (A) group. Winners will stay in (A) group and losers 
will move to (B) group.  

• 2 matches will be played in (B) group. Winners will stay in (B) group and losers 
will be out and ranked (7, 8).  

Fifth Stage:  

• Two matches will be played in (B) group. Winners will stay in (B) group and 
losers will be out and ranked (5, 6).  

Sixth Stage:  

• One match will be played in (A) group. Winner will stay in (A) group and loser 
will move to (B) group.  

• One match will be played in (B) group. Winner will stay in (B) group and loser 
will be out and ranked (4).  

Seventh Stage:  

• One match will be played in (B) group. Winner will advance to the final match 
and loser will be out and ranked (3).  



The Final Standings:  

• The final is a Winner total two games and the winner declared Championship.
